             The Town Board met as Board of Health on Thursday September 8th, 2016 with the following
members present: Daniel Pemrick, Supervisor; Daniel Cochran, Walter E. Chandler, MaryAnn Johnson and Rick Capasso, Councilmen. Also present were Highway Supt. Walter Barss, and approximately 10 residents. Absent at this time was Town Counsel Mark Schachner. The meeting opened at 7:25PM for the application of Kathryn L. Jameson for a Septic Variance for property located at 260 Daniels Rd. John Klekovic represented the applicant. The application is for the replacement of a septic system and a 2ft. variance of separation of 100ft from the high water mark. All other requirements are met.

           The regular meeting of the Town Board opened at 7:32 with the Pledge to the Flag. On a motion by Capasso, C. and seconded by Chandler, C., the minutes of August 11th, 2016 were approved by all members present.
 Extend the Solar Moratorium-   Cochran, C. states that the Code Language Committee has made a lot of progress. The Committee members would like to add distinct language to the Solar Panel portion of the code language. They were hoping to have it done by the end of September, but the members would like to add language such as large and small, which areas of the Town to have the ground mounted Solar Panels. There is not a lot of talk about roof mounted, that does not seem to be an issue.  What they are asking the Town Board is to extend the Moratorium on Ground mounted solar panels to the end of November. They would like to clarify the fine schedule, language as to solar panels and definitions, and general clean- up of the Code language book that has old information. Supervisor Pemrick states that we have to extend the moratorium if it is not ready. He would like input from Town Counsel, who will be here just to make sure we are following procedure and doing things correctly. The Board agrees to table the discussion until Town Counsel arrives.
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  Court Officer- Capasso, C., states that he would like to wait until Mark Schachner, Town Counsel arrives. Counsel arrives at 7:38. Capasso, C., states he drew up a job description for the Court Security Officer. His concern is that under the maintaining and training section of the Criminal Procedures Law, 
It says that the Town is responsible for any training of the Officer(s). Would we need to have that section in the job description or would the HR20 be enough? Counsel Schachner states that he will look into that. Capasso, C., adds that one of the Town Justices would like to add Conduct Court Entry Screening, using a hand – held wand or metal detector, qualified to collect DNA, and a $25.00 per hour starting pay. Supervisor Pemrick states that Town Counsel has not seen this so we would like him to review it and give suggestions. Capasso, C. adds that in October we hope to finalize the job description and send it to our Insurance Company to review and the County. He would like the board to give some thought to #2, the collection of DNA. Currently people are sent to the Sherriff’s Dept. and the Probation Dept.  Capasso, C., states that currently those who are convicted of a misdemeanor or felony are required to give DNA. A lot of courts have someone in the courtroom to collect it. Supervisor Pemrick states that his thoughts on that would be that our Security Officer would need to go into a room or someplace and take a sterile envelope, put gloves on, take a DNA swab, get it in the package, mail it. Capasso, C. says how much do we want the Security Officer to do? Supervisor Pemrick suggest the Board think about that. If it can be done someplace else then that is one less thing that needs to be done here. Counsel Schachner asks Capasso, C. that in some cases Court Officers do this, what happens when chaos beaks out then the process needs to start again? Capasso, C. says that it may be larger courts with more than one officer. Supervisor Pemrick states that we will work it out.

  Extend the Moratorium- continued-   Supervisor Pemrick states that he would like Town Counsel’s advice on extending the Solar Moratorium. He understands why we need to extend it.  Mark Schachner, Town Counsel states that there is an additional process. It is subject to a Public Hearing because you are amending a Local Law. The moratorium was adopted by Local Law. Supervisor Pemrick states that we need to have a public hearing before October 1st.  Planning Board Chair, Tonya Yasenchak, states that the committee thought the language would be simple, but solar is for the everyday person, it can’t be  just personal or commercial. We need to use proper research. Some members of the Committee are working on different responsibilities such as use tables, the code language, definitions as related to solar, and the actual language. The committee felt that they would not have the language completed in time. They want the language in a proper and complete format for the public to look at and comment on.They felt that extending the moratorium would allow the Committee to give a more complete and sustained report and draft to the Council and then to the public.

DISCUSSION DOG PARK- Supervisor Pemrick states that the smallest baseball field has not been used all summer. Capasso, C. states that it is already fenced. Johnson,C. states the she stopped by the Park and it is  fenced. There was some discussion that the DCO was not sure that she wanted the park fenced, but if we have a dog park it should have fencing. Supervisor Pemrick says that the original discussion was using 
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the Brigham Road Park, and we all had some concerns about that. Let’s turn the first baseball field into a Dog Park on a 1 year basis. Capasso, C. says that we don’t need to take that field apart to make it a dog park.  Johnson, C. says she is fine with that as long as it is not being used and it is not putting any of the kids out. Supervisor Pemrick says that he would like the DCO to tell us what she would like for requirements. People would need their Town ID, dogs would need to be licensed properly.  Tonya Yasenchak states that Dog Parks have a place where people can get bags and cans for cleanup from the dogs. Johnson, C. suggests that the DCO come up with signage with the rules, having a Town ID, cleaning up after your dog, etc.

WATER WHEEL-  Supervisor Pemrick states that we had the Surveyor ready to do some work, but the property owner has since declined the offer. 

BROOKHAVEN PARK FALL FESTIVAL-  Capasso, C. says that the Town would like to have a Fall Festival at the Brookhaven Park, October 22nd, 2016 from 12 noon -5PM. He would like to highlight local businesses. The flyer will have the Town Recreation Director’s number to contact. We need to get it advertised. Capasso, C. states that he would like to see the Town get more involved with Facebook and Twitter. Johnson ,C. asks if the Festival will be at the new pavilion or club house. Supervisor Pemrick says at the club house, but people can go to the pavilion and see what is being done. 

GRIFFIN ROAD-  Supervisor Pemrick states that we were supposed to have a Gentleman here stating his concerns on Griffin Road.  His question is when is the Town responsible for black topping dirt roads. Highway Supt. Barss, states that this person was in front of the Planning Board for years trying to get a subdivision. Part of the subdivision was to have a turn around that he was going to give and pay for paving of the road, but as far as he is concerned it never went through. Tonya Yasenchak, Planning Board Chair, agrees. Part of the subdivision lots were going to have frontage on a public road and because of the increased traffic level, the Planning Board as well as in our Subdivison Law, he would be responsible for upgrading that road, because he was benefitting from the subdivision and the road. That was not something that he was not willing to do. Once it got to that point he never came back to the Planning Board. Highway Supt. Barss states that there is a house being built but that lot was approved a long time ago. There is no place to create a turn around and we would need that to pave the road. Supervisor Pemrick asks how we would get that. Highway Supt. Barss states that we would need someone to give us land, or we would need to take some and he does not want to do that. Supervisor Pemrick states that this person is a resident of Corinth and a Board Member there so he is aware of what he should be doing. He is not here tonight and has stated that he may take some action. Highway Supt. Barss states that he feels that he was offered a good deal, he pays for the asphalt and the Town would do all the work. Johnson, C. states that is no different from what is offered to a developer on any other dirt road.

[bookmark: _GoBack]James Purdy, states that he is a resident of Saratoga Springs and has a camp at Lake Desolation, would like to address the Board. He states that there is illegal building going on. We don’t seem to be getting any cooperation from the Building Inspector. There is a 5th wheel camper parked within 6 feet of the Lake, with permanent electric and water going to it. They are concerned with where the sewage is going. The lot is also occupied with another permanent residence. According to the Code you can’t have 2 residences on one lot. All of this has been done without permit, we know that. There is also a pavilion that has been built on the edge of the water, no permit. He has been here twice. He has photos. He spoke to someone who said she would pass it on. He came back and spoke to the same person and she passed it on.  Supervisor Pemrick thanks Mr. Purdy for bringing this to the Board’s attention.  It is the responsibility of the Board to meet with the Building Dept. Mr. Purdy states that he will draft a letter and have pictures. Mr. Purdy asks how he will find out about any outcome? Supervisor Pemrick says to come into Town Hall and ask for the Supervisor and he is welcome to come to the October meeting.
