











October 13th, 2016

           The regular meeting of the Town Board as held on Thursday October 13th, with the following members present: Daniel Pemrick, Supervisor; Daniel Cochran, Walter E. Chandler, MaryAnn Johnson and Rick Capssso, Councilmen.  Also Present were Mark Schachner, Town Counsel; Walter Barss, Highway Superintendent  and  approximately 6 residents.  
           At 7: 20 the Board met as a Board of Health for a Septic Variance on 260 Daniels Road. The Engineer for the project did not have the additional information ready. The Board will set the date 
when that information is available.
           At 7:30 the regular meeting was called to order by the Supervisor and opened with a pledge to the flag. On a motion by Cochran,C. and seconded by Capasso, C. the minutes from September 8th and 9th were approved as submitted by all Board members present. 
           Letter from the Town of Wilton advising the Town of Greenfield that Cumberland Farms has submitted plans for a convenience store and fueling station within 500 ft of the Municipal boundary of the Town of Greenfield at 571 NYS Route 9.
            Letter was received from Kevin Veitch resigning from the Zoning Board of Appeals to take effect December31st, 2016.
             Discussion  Solar Code Language-   Cochran, C. states that there will be four categories. Roof mount, doesn’t seem to be much of a concern. Ground mounted solar levels 1, 2 & 3 would be different sizes, which is the biggest concern. Level one is not significant, it’s like 10 kilowatts and if you put it behind your house it will have Site Plan Review. All the levels 1, 2& 3 will have Site Plan Reviews. Supervisor Pemrick states that we have a time schedule for these changes. They need review by the Town Attorney, this is new code, and we need Public Hearings. Cochran, C. says that Committee is going to meet on the 26th.  Before that, the Code language will be sent to the Attorneys to scrub the language. They would like to present it at the next Agenda meeting. From there, the Town Board can decide when they would like to schedule a Public Hearing. The Committee would like this done on the Agenda meeting, Nov. 3rd. Capasso, C. asks that we need to have this before the end of November.  Cochran, C. states that we have to actually have it adopted before the end of November. We can have the Public Hearing and then adopt it.  Supervisor Pemrick, states that we need to have firm dates. We are counting on having the presentation on the 3rd, and then we can set a date for a Public Hearing.  The Supervisor goes over dates in November, acknowledging that there are some holidays mixed in.  Johnson, C. states 	
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you need five days to advertise the Public Hearing.  Discussion takes place on having the Code Language before the 3rd.  Cochran, C. states that he can have the language to Board members before November 3rd.  Supervisor Pemrick states that he wants to give the attorneys time to review the language. We would be able, even if we receive it on the 3rd, he feels confident that we can schedule a Public Hearing 
for the week of November 14th. At that time, Board members can ask questions if they have any, if everything is the way we want it, then we can open a meeting and adopt it. He wants to give the attorneys the opportunity to review it and provide us with any imput or suggestions they may have. Cochran, C. says they will have it. 
           Discussion of Court Officer – Capasso, C. asks Town Counsel if there are any questions on how the job description is written, Mark Schachner says no. Supervisor Pemrick adds that the Insurance Company is OK with it also. Capasso , C. says that there are no qualifications from NY Sate for DNA data collections. The Judge would like the person to be able to take the samples.  Capasso, C. would like to set a rate of pay. Supervisor would like to set an hourly rate. Capssso, C. says armed security in the Courts that he has spoken with are getting $30.00 an hour, and does not feel that $25.00 per hour is out of range for an armed Security Guard. Supervisor Pemrick would like to set a rate of pay for the job description of $20 -$25.00 an hour. One of the Judges would like to know who would hire this person. 
Supervisor Pemrick states that both Judges should be involved in the hiring .

          Greenfield Dog Park-   Our new Dog Park will open officially on October 22. Supervisor Pemrick states that there are requirements for residents to use the Dog Park. There will be signs up so residents will know the requirements. The Supervisor would like to thank Channon Emigh for her work in getting that area ready, and to Mr. and Mrs. Madej for their suggestion for the placement of the Dog Park. 
           Fall Festival -   Supervisor Pemrick states that everything is ready for the Fall Festival October 22, 2016. The weather forecast is for snow showers in the morning. Capasso, C. states that he has a tent at no charge to the Town. Supervisor Pemrick suggests that next year, we could consider working with the Lion’s Club, or another organization for this event. 
            Discussion – 2017 Budget-  Supervisor Pemrick thanks Joan Stunzi, Budget Officer for her work on this year’s Budget. The Budget workshop was held at 6PM prior to tonight’s meeting was very productive. He feels that tonight we are prepared to adopt a Preliminary Budget.  Supervisor Pemrick states that we are thinking long term planning with small incremental steps, that will be reflected in the Budget; 3% increase for Town Employees, who are resourceful and dedicated to the citizens of the Town; long range planning will help us return money to the fund balance which hasn’t happened in a number of years, we can direct money to future building projects. This is reflected in an 8 cent increase. Johnson, C. says that it is an increase of about $20.00 for a $200,000 home.  Supervisor Pemrick reminds everyone that when we built the Highway Garage, we did not need to get a loan we had the money saved. We have not been able to do this since then.

Brookhaven Update-   Supervisor Pemrick states that the Fall Festival is October 22, 2016. The last event will be on Election Day, then it will be shut down for the season. 

Highway – Salt Money-   Duane Wright, Deputy Highway Supt., would like to transfer $20,000 from the Salt Budget to the Highway Budget.  There is $79, 000 in the Salt Budget and it would take $23,000 to fully load the sheds with salt. It would take $10,000 to buy a 100 gal. tank to go on a pickup truck, and
3- 1000 gal tanks that would be leased, and the liquid that would go in the tanks. Cochran, C., asks what is the liquid?  Highway Supt. Barss states that it is pre-treating before a storm. It’s salt brine  that is mixed with other things. It has a corrosion inhibitor in it. Cochran, C. asks if he has had good reports. Highway Supt. Barss says yes. Johnson, C. says environmentally it is a lot better.  Highway Supt. Barss says that it should save 20% of salt usage. Johnson, C. asks that if it is a smaller storm, they may just need to pre-treat and not go out. Supervisor Pemrick asks if they keep statistics on the use and how it works, Highway Supt. states that yes, it is a trial, but they do keep records.
