9p and 28% call volume between 9p-6a. Receiving Hospitals: Saratoga — 915, Glens Falls — 169 and
Albany Area — 31. Needs for the Ambulance Service are: Flagpole, Generator and pest control. A full
report can be seen at the Town Hall.
